Select	“all	colleges	and	all	universities”,	then	select	a	field	of	study	and	type	in	a	key	word.	
Scroll	and	compare	the	pathway	options	for	that	field	of	study	from	college	to	university.	
Repeat	these	steps	but	this	time,	select	“collaborative	and	joint	degree	programs”.
